The Equality Act 2010

The school is aware of the Equality Act 2010 , and the Policy for English as an Additional Language will ensure that no child is discriminated against either directly or indirectly, and that  ‘reasonable adjustments’ are made to ensure that all pupils can access the full curriculum. 
Introduction

This document is a statement of the aims, principles and strategies for the teaching and learning of English as an additional language in the Pre-Prep Department of Liverpool College. This policy is the formal statement of intent for EAL and its implementation is the responsibility of all staff. It was updated and approved by all staff in September 2011. 
What is EAL?

English as an Additional Language (EAL) includes both English as a second language and English as a foreign language - it is for pupils spending a short time in Britain, and for those who have settled here permanently.

EAL is the study of English by students who already speak at least one other language or who come from a home in which a language other than English is used. Learning and communicating in our society is dependent on competence in English. Communication skills give students access to more choices in learning areas, possibilities for contributing to the school culture and post school options in the work force and further education.

Aims

The aims of teaching EAL are:

· To fulfil the National Curriculum entitlement for all children to a number of areas of learning and gives them the opportunity to develop the knowledge, understanding, skills and attitudes that are necessary for their self-fulfilment and development as responsible citizens.  We promote the principles of fairness and justice for all through the education that we provide;

· The aim of this policy is to help ensure that we meet the full range of needs of those children who are learning English as an additional language. This is in line with the requirements of the Race Relations Act 1976.

To achieve these aims it is important that all students study a broad and balanced curriculum, which provides opportunities for children to practice and consolidate their skills and knowledge, to develop and extend their techniques and strategies, and to prepare for their future learning.

Teaching and Learning Style

In the school, teachers take action to help children who are learning English as an Additional Language by:

· Ensuring that vocabulary work covers the technical as well as the everyday meaning of key words, metaphors and idioms;

· Explaining how speaking and writing in English are structured for different purposes across a range of subjects;

· Providing a range of reading materials that highlight the different ways in which English is used;

· Ensuring that there are effective opportunities for talking, and that talking is used to support writing;

· Encouraging children to transfer their knowledge, skills and understanding of one language to another;

· Building on children’s experiences of language at home and in the wider community, so that their developing uses of English and other languages support one another.

EAL in the Early Years Foundation Stage

In the Early Years Foundation Stage there are six areas of learning covered by the early learning goals and educational programmes, none of these areas can be covered in isolation from the others. They are all equally important and depend on each other to support a rounded approach to child development. 

Children with English as an additional language do not produce separate work, but rather we plan opportunities for children to develop their English skills by providing support to help them access the curriculum and take part in all activities. We help these children by building on their experiences of language at home and in the wider community to support their developing use of English and other languages to support each other. We provide a range of opportunities for children to engage in speaking and listening activities with their peers and adults, and writing in their home and other languages is displayed throughout the school. The curriculum will be delivered through planned, purposeful play, with a balance of adult led and child initiated discussions and activities, both indoors and outdoors.

Learning Difficulties& Disabilities/ Special Educational Needs

All EAL pupils are entitled to a broad, balanced and relevant curriculum whatever their ability. We aim to fully include EAL pupils, as all pupils benefit from watching and listening to other children demonstrating and explaining their methods.

We provide learning opportunities that are matched to the needs of the children with EAL. Teachers will include all pupils through differentiation. 1:1 support is provided to children with EAL either before or after the main lesson.

Clear procedures for pupils with EAL are in place in school. Early intervention will help to ensure that pupils are given every opportunity to succeed. Work in EAL takes into account targets set for individual children in their Check List for Recording Progress in a New Language and their Individual Support Plan.

Assessment

At Liverpool College Pre Prep we see assessment as an integral part of the teaching and learning process and endeavour to make our assessment purposeful, allowing us to match the correct level of work to the needs of the pupils, thus benefiting the pupils and ensuring progress. Information for assessment will be gathered in various ways: by talking to the children, observing children working and marking their work. Teachers will use these assessments to plan further work throughout the curriculum.

Through assessment we aim to:

· Offer all pupils the chance to show what they know, understand and can do;

· Help pupils to understand what they can do and what they need to develop by involving pupils in their own learning through target setting;
· Enable teachers to plan more effectively, to reflect the needs of the children;
· Relate to shared learning objectives in order to achieve consistent standards in the curriculum;
· Provide information in order to evaluate our work and raise standards.
Assessment is carried out at three levels:

Short-term assessments are an informal part of every lesson and are closely matched to the learning objectives.
Medium-term assessments are carried out every half-term in order to review and record the progress pupils have made in relation to key objectives in each curricular area.

Long-term assessments are carried out towards the end of the school year when pupils’ attainment is measured against school and national targets. In the summer term the children in Year 1 and Year 2 sit the NFER Literacy and Mathematics attainment papers that allow nationally validated comparisons to be made through age standardised scores and the calculation of progress scores since the last such test. Year 2 pupils also undertake the Key Stage 1 tasks and tests.

In the Early Years Foundation Stage formal assessments are made against the early learning goals and the objectives set out in the Development Matters section of the Practice Guidance for the Early Years Foundation Stage which underpins the curriculum planning for children aged 3-5, as and when appropriate. The outcomes are recorded in each child’s personal Early Years Foundation Stage Portfolio.
At Prep level all pupils including those for whom English is an Additional Language , are given twice yearly reading and spelling assessments . Pupils whose reading and spelling ages are 6 months or more below their chronological age , may be assessed further by the SENCO , and given Learning Support with the teaching assistants if necessary . Some pupils may arrive at the school with little or no English, and in this case the SENCO will devise an individual programme of support , both in class , and on a withdrawal basis.
The statutory assessment arrangements of the National Curriculum allow us to make special arrangements for children who are learning English as an Additional Language.
Reporting To Parents

Reporting to parents is undertaken formerly through twice yearly written reports and parents evenings. Regular progress reports are made back to parents of EAL children on a regular basis either at informal meetings, by written reports or fortnightly e-mails to parents and/ or their interpreters.
Role of the Co-ordinator
The EAL co-ordinator is responsible for co-ordinating EAL throughout the school. This includes:

· Encouraging and supporting colleagues;

· Maintaining continuity and progression between Early Years Foundation Stage, Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2;

· Monitoring the standards of children’s work, planning and the quality of teaching children who have EAL;

· Implement effective programs for EAL learners to develop their English language competency for learning across the curriculum and full participation in the wider community;

· To give the Head teacher a summary in which strengths and weaknesses in the subject are indicated and areas for further improvement are noted;

· Keeping informed about current developments in EAL and passing on information to other colleagues;

· Attend suitable INSET provided by LEA consultants and other bodies when available.
After School Club

This policy is a whole school policy and applies to EYFS, Pre Prep, and the Prep School   It also applies to the After School Club and Young Explorers Holiday Club.
The After School Clubs adhere to all Liverpool College policies and procedures and the EYFS Welfare requirements.

Concerns and Complaints

This policy is available for parents to read on the College Website.  Parents are also welcome to view the policy in school or we will send it to them on request.

Parents who have concerns about any aspect of the curriculum should discuss these in the first instance with the class teacher. For further assistance parents are welcome to discuss any issues with the Headmaster or the Head of Pre Prep. If the issue is not resolved parents should refer to the Complaints Policy
