Every Child Matters

‘Under the Every Child Matters Framework Liverpool College strives to ensure that all children attending the school are (i) healthy; (ii) stay safe; (iii) enjoy and achieve; (iv) make a positive contribution; and (v) achieve economic well-being. 

This Policy is focussed on ensuring that children “stay safe” and “healthy” in accordance with obligations under the Every Children Matters Framework and sets out the procedures which Liverpool College Nursery and Pre Prep and Prep need to be aware of in order to safeguard and promote the welfare and well-being of all children.

Background Information: Liverpool College Prep and Pre-Prep School is an independent co-educational school, comprising of pupils ranging from 3 to 11 years. The school is on a split site, with the Nursery and Pre-Prep pupils taught in the Godwyn House building and the Prep school pupils taught in the Mossley Vale building. A footbridge links the two buildings and the grounds surrounding them. There is an overall Head of the Prep and Pre-Prep who is supported by a Deputy and Head of Pre-Prep. Most of our pupils proceed to the senior school, Liverpool College. Liaison with the senior school is good and we have aims in common. : Sex and Relationships education provides knowledge and encourages the acquisition of skills and attitudes, which allow pupils to manage their lives in a responsible, healthy way.
Policy Formation and Consultation Process: We have based our school’s Sex and Relationships policy on the DfEE guidance document. In this document Sex and Relationships education is defined as ‘Learning about physical, moral and emotional development. It is about understanding the importance of marriage for family life, stable and loving relationships, respect, love and care. It is also about the teaching of sex, sexuality and sexual health.’ 

A committee comprising of the Head, governor, Deputy, Head of PSHE , Head of Science, Director of studies, Senior management and the School Chaplain met to discuss the amendments needed to update and extend the policy statement to meet the requirements as outlined in Sex and Relationship Education Guidance, DfEE 2000.  

Aims of Sex and Relationships Education: Liverpool College Prep School believes that sex and relationships education is an education entitlement of all pupils and an integral part of each pupil’s emergence into adulthood. We aim to: -

· Provide information for young people and their parents

· Encourage young people to make responsible decisions about the relationships they form with others

· Develop skills of assertiveness, communication and explore feelings and attitudes such as love, anger, trust, respect, sadness and grief

· Help young people to examine their own attitudes and values

· Foster self-esteem, positive self-image and confidence, which are important aspects of decision-making behaviour.

The aim of this policy is to clearly communicate to staff, parents, visitors and pupils the manner in which sex and relationships education will be delivered in this school.

Other school policies, which have relevance to sex and relationships education, are:

· PSHE/Citizenship

· Equal Opportunities

· Behaviour/Anti- bullying

· Child protection

· Teaching and Learning

Moral and Values Framework: pupils will be encouraged to consider the importance of the following values, which reflect the school’s aims: -

· Respect and valuing themselves and others

· Understanding and sensitivity towards the needs and views of others

· Responsibility for their own actions

· Responsibility to their family, the school and the wider community
Equal Opportunities: - This school is committed to working towards equal opportunities in all aspects of school life. All resources will support this commitment.
Content: 
As stated by the Sex and relationships education guidance DFEE 2000: -

 “At primary school level, sex and relationship education should contribute to the foundation of PSHE/Citizenship by ensuring that all children:

· Develop confidence in talking, listening and thinking about feelings and relationships

· Are able to name parts of the body and describe how their bodies work

· Can protect themselves and ask for help and support

· Are prepared for puberty”

Some parts of sex education form part of the National Curriculum Science Order. These topics are part of the syllabus in a compulsory core subject and therefore pupils may not be withdrawn from these lessons.

National Curriculum Science

Early Years Foundation Stage:-

Through the Personal, Social and Emotional Development area of the Early Years Foundation Stage it is required that children are provided with experiences and support which will help them to develop a positive sense of themselves; respect for others and social skills.

To this end activities are planned that promote emotional, moral, spiritual and social development. 

Key stage 1: -

· That animals including humans, move, feed grow, use their senses and reproduce

· To recognise and compare the main external parts of the bodies of humans

· That humans and animals can produce offspring and these grow into adults

· To recognise similarities and differences between themselves and others and treat others with sensitivity

Key stage 2: -

· That the life processes common to humans and other animals include nutrition, growth and reproduction

· About the main stages of the human life cycle

Delivery of Sex and Relationships education: -

· The delivery of the Sex and Relationships Education is the responsibility of the PSHE department, working closely with the Science department. 

·  Pupils in year 5 and year 6 will have a half term topic appropriate to their age and maturity.

· The overall aim is to develop a whole school approach to sex and relationships education

· Pupils will be taught both in single sex groups where it is considered appropriate and also in mixed sex groups where appropriate.

· Information will be sent to Parents about the content of the programme.  

· Educational videos will be used to support the teaching of certain topics which parents will be invited to view. 

· The objective is to deal with all issues sensitively and with parental support. If a parent has any concerns, staff will be happy to talk to them. 

· Parents do have the right to withdraw their child from aspects of sex education not covered by the National Curriculum. (See section on withdrawal procedures)

With regard to Sex and relationships education it is important that staff feel comfortable with the subject matter. Care will be taken to ensure that all staff are supported and that appropriate training takes place.

Answering difficult questions: -Teachers are expected to deal with pupil’s questions with tact, common sense and honesty. It is recognised however, that not all questions will be relevant or appropriate. This will be left to the discretion of the staff.

Child protection Issues: - Pupils will be made aware that some information cannot be held confidential and that their best interests will be maintained. The school’s child protection procedures will be invoked (see relevant policy)

Working with Parents and pupil withdrawal procedures: -

The school is committed to working in partnership with parents. Under the 1993 Education act, parents have the right to withdraw their children from all or part of the sex and relationships education programme outside the National Curriculum. Parents wishing to exercise that right are asked to make an appointment with the Head of PSHE to discuss their concerns. 

Once a child has been withdrawn they cannot take part in later sex and relationships education without parental approval.

Dissemination of the policy: - A summary of the policy is included in the school prospectus. The full policy and curriculum programme are available to parents and OFSTED and ISI on request through the Headmaster, Head of PSHE and Head of Science. 
This policy is available for parents to read on the College Website.  Parents are also welcome to view the policy in school or we will send it to them, on request.

Evaluation, Monitoring and Review: - 

· The sex and relationships education programme will be monitored by the Headmaster, with the Head of PSHE, in consultation with Head of Science
· The Head of PSHE will monitor the planning and evaluation of each year group
· Head of PSHE will monitor the content and teaching strategies used to deliver this area of the curriculum
· Head of PSHE will work closely with the named Governor responsible for Sex and relationships education.
· Policy up-dated in February 2005, 2009 and 2011 after advice had been sought from the Liverpool Healthy Schools Award team. This policy will be reviewed again in 2013, or earlier if deemed necessary.
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
